Uniting art groups and various organisations from the social welfare, academic and commercial sectors, the
Festival held over 450 community and school events, reaching some 380,000 participants. JOCKEY CLUB
New Arts Power 2020 / 2021 will be held from September 2020 to January 2021, featuring a total of 9
selected programmes that include dance, theatre, music, xiqu, multimedia and visual arts exhibition, as well
as presenting more than 100 community and school activities.
